Terms and conditions

One-week trial class.

A one-week trial class is available for new customers only and is paid for in advance. It entitles a student to
attend a class for one week, is non-refundable and cannot in any circumstances be extended. All students
wishing to continue the course are required to pay their fees in full at the beginning of the first class.
